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Abstract (English)

The project titled "Wat Chalo Students Practice the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy"
was initiated by Wat Chalo School under the supervision of the Nonthaburi Provincial Administrative
Organization. This initiative aims to develop students’ understanding and practical application of the
Sufficiency Economy Philosophy through integrated learning activities that connect classroom learning
with real-life skills. The project responds to recommendations from the fourth round of external quality
assessment, which emphasized the need to foster students' thinking skills and self-constructed knowledge

through experiential learning and value-based education.

The project is composed of six core activities: (1) Reading and writing for sufficiency
living, enhancing communication and analytical skills; (2) Leadership against drug abuse in the
community, fostering responsibility and social awareness; (3) Moral and ethical development activities,
instilling desirable values and discipline; (4) Mini-farm projects based on the sufficiency economy
philosophy, providing hands-on learning in agriculture and self-reliance; (5) Life skills training for
students, teachers, and staff to improve quality of life and adaptability; and (6) A school bank program to

teach financial literacy and saving habits.

The project evaluation followed the CIPP Model, which includes assessment of context,
input, process, and product, along with stakeholder satisfaction. Participants in the evaluation included
grade 4—6 students, parents, teachers, and the school board. The findings are expected to contribute to
future improvements in instructional planning and educational management, enhance students’ desirable
characteristics, and promote a school culture grounded in the philosophy of sufficiency economy.
Ultimately, this project serves as a model for integrating value-based education with community and local

wisdom to support sustainable development.
