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Abstract

This project evaluation aimed to assess the appropriateness and effectiveness of the
Sufficiency-Oriented  Young Farmers Project at Nonkok Wittaya School using the CIPP
evaluation model, which consists of Context, Input, Process, and Product evaluation. The study
also compared the opinions of key stakeholders, including the school administrator, advisory
teachers, student members, and community representatives. The target group consisted of
41 participants: 1 administrator, 5 advisory teachers, 30 student members, and 5 community
representatives. The research instrument was a five-level rating scale questionnaire. The Index
of tem-Objective Congruence (I0C) ranged from 0.80 to 1.00, and the reliability coefficient
(Cronbach’s Alpha) was 0.912. Data were analyzed using percentage, mean, standard deviation,
and One-Way ANOVA.

The results revealed that the overall project performance was at the highest level
(X =457, S.D. = 0.56). When considered by dimension, Context (X = 4.68, S.D. = 0.50), Product
(X=4.66,SD. = 0.52), and Process (X = 4.51, S.D. = 0.60) were rated at the highest level, while
Input (X = 4.44, SD. = 0.61) was rated at a high level. Furthermore, there were no statistically
significant differences at the .05 level among the four stakeholder groups.

The findings indicate that the project was effectively implemented, aligned with
school policies, and successfully enhanced students’ life skills, vocational skills, and their
ability to apply the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy in daily life. The project contributes

significantly to developing responsible and sustainable citizens.
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
