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Declaration of intention to not accept any kind of gifts from performing duties
(No Gift Policy) The fiscal Year 2022

The Office of the Basic Education Commission has a policy for schools to comply with
the Constitution on Prevention and Suppression of Corruption 2018, section 126 paragraph 1
which stipulates that government officers are prohibited from accepting assets or any other
benefits which may be calculated in monetary value from any person except for the assets
or benefit which may be entitled to such persons under the laws, regulations or rules
permitted by law unless the acceptance of assets or other benefits is on the ethical basis
under the criteria and amount as prescribed by the NACC. According to the Civil Service Code
of Ethics, Article 6 (1), specifies not to demand, receive or accept or condone the demand,
receipt, or acceptance by others of a gift for oneself or one’s relative, regardless of whether
such gift is given before or after holding office or performing a duty, and regardless of whether
or not there is any relevance to the performance of one’s duties, except where the gift is
given to moral etiquette, fo tradition, or persons generally.

In the announcement of Paiwittayakarn School: Policy of Integrity and Transparency
Assessment against corruption, article 4 states that do not seek personal benefits by rejecting
bribes or conflicts of interest. Announced on July 2021

To prevent corruption and misconduct of government officials, all staff and personnel
in Paiwittayakarn School must be aware of corruption which is an important problem that all
sectors must cooperate to etiminate it. Operating by the policy of the Office of the Basic
Education Commission and the declaration of Integrity and Transparency Assessment against
the corruption of Paiwittayakarn School, there is a policy that not accepts gifts in all festivals
(NO GIFT POLICY) “Change gifts to be blessings.” This is to avoid actions that may affect
discretion or decision-making in the performance of duties, which leads to discrimination or

create a conflict of interest. It is hereby announced and to strictly adhered to all.
